Corps of Engineers awards $27.9 million contract for Campbell  


LOUISVILLE, KY – The United States Army Corps of Engineers awarded a $27,898,000 contract today for barracks at Fort Campbell to B.L. Harbert International LLC of Birmingham, Ala.


The barracks complex for 216 soldiers includes a dining facility and other support facilities.


Kentucky senators Mitch McConnell and Jim Bunning, and U.S. Rep. Ed Whitfield were instrumental in securing authorization and funding for these important soldier facilities.  
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The Louisville District civil works mission encompasses a 75,500 square mile area of the Lower Ohio River Basin in Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Ohio, and Tennessee.  It operates 20 multipurpose lakes and 10 locks and dams.  The District is also involved in real estate activities, flood control measures, regulatory activities and disaster response as well as mobilization readiness. The military support mission includes planning, design, construction and real estate activities for Army, Air Force, and Department of Defense facilities, in Kentucky, Indiana, Illinois, Ohio, and Michigan.
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
