PROJECT FACT SHEET

Lock and Dam 1, 2 , 3 and 4

Kentucky River
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
Locks and Dams 1,2,3,and 4 are on the Kentucky River, a tributary to the Ohio River, in north Central Kentucky. Lock and Dam 1 is located near Carrolton. Lock and Dam 2 is located near Lockport, lock and Dam 3 in Henry County and Lock and Dam 4 at Frankfort.
Between 1830 and 1880, Locks and Dams 1 through 4 were built by private interests and the Commonwealth of Kentucky. The Corps of Engineers took responsibility for the facilities before 1900, rehabilitating the locks and dams, and operating and maintaining the facilities until commercial navigation activities ceased through these locks in September 2001. Discussions with the affected businesses indicated that resumption of commercial navigation in the future is doubtful. A reconnaissance report on Disposition of the locks and dams was completed in September 2002 and recommended continuation with a Disposition Study. The scope of work would involve preparing a disposition Report leading to permanent termination of Federal involvement in the projects. A lease that grants the Kentucky River Authority (KRA) the use of Kentucky River Lock and Dams 1-4 land and improvements for park and recreational purposes was signed in April 2002. In August 2002 the KRA began to operate the locks for recreational purposes.
TRANSPORTATION IMPORTANCE TO THE SYSTEM  
There is currently no commercial traffic and the facilities were leased to Kentucky River Authority effective 30 September 2002 who operate the locks for recreational purposes.  
PROJECT FUNDING HISTORY  
The study is currently not budgeted. Completion of the study would extend over a 3-5 year period. During this period the Kentucky River Authority will lease the facilities, similar to Locks and Dams 5 through 9 and 11 through 14 which they currently lease.  

RISK OF ECONOMIC IMPACT OF CONSTRAINED FUNDING
These facilities are currently in caretaker status with low budget priority.  The Kentucky River Authority leases the facilities until February 2027 or until permanent termination of Federal involvement is determined.
